We have recently seen that absentee count rise. As that cost goes
up, our small reserve is depleted to pay for reserved absences, but
this cannot continue. At this time, we have decided to just reduce
our reservations by 5%, but that means a few things:

Late reservations will be less likely to get a fish dinner. We may
periodically ask for volunteers to take a non-fish dinner.

Rather than offer the extra meals to the raffle table (sometimes
a less desirable prize), the boss will offer the meals to willing
recipients.
